Dave Garner voiced concern over the width of chloride application on Sciota Trail, 310th, and

   Oxford Mill Roads.  9 foot strip down center of road did not even cover half of loose gravel.

    Wider roads were to be chlorided at 12 feet versus the 9 feet.

1. Chloride- chloride was put down at 9 feet in all roads in the township in error

        Tom has spoken with Dust Control on how to rectify this situation.  DCI recommended

         using a lighter application at 12 feet as there is not way to do just the outsides.  Another 

         idea is to just see how much moves out with rains.

         Tom directed by board to get costs to rectify this situation from Dust Control.

2.  Seal Coating complete and another coat to be applied in 2 weeks

3.Small fault located on Oxford Mill – John Miller to check this out

4. Widening of Oxford Mill Road-
    -first weeds need to be significantly knocked down to increase visibility

    -shoulder work – could the county be hired to use their edger and our grader  and then their  

         roller to widen as 2 feet is better than nothing??
