Approved Minutes July 19, 2022



Stanton Township Board Meeting
Attending: Vice-chair, Ken Burns; Supervisor, Karen Slininger; Chair, Bob Benson; Clerk, Cheryle Peters; Treasurer, Mary Lundell;  Road Manager, Danny Lundell, attended via Zoom services. Jenelle Sternitzky attended via Zoom.  Applicants: Collin Meyers, Beau Stock, 
Chair, Bob Benson, called the meeting to order at 7pm. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Bob called to reveal any conflicts of interest. None were heard.  

Approval of Agenda: Karen Slininger made a motion to approve the agenda.  Mary Lundell requested that the email from the Vandenheuvals be added to the agenda; Chairman Benson stated that he would add the subject to Old Business.  Ken Burns seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  

Approval of Minutes From June 21st, 2022: Ken Burns made a motion to approve the June Minutes.  Mary Lundell requested permission to speak regarding some requested edits.  She requested that the June 21st minutes be edited to reflect her action of reading from the Township Manual, not “arguing”. She also requested that the word “stated” be used in place of “argued” regarding her statement that Danny was on his own time and the comment shouldn’t be considered as work related.  She suggested that the author of minutes should not be biased when minute taking.   Mary also requested that the word “challenged” be substituted with the word “questioned” Ken’s authority to send a letter/notice to Danny Lundell.  Some discussion occurred regarding the requested edits.  

The New Business section will be edited to show the entry of a motion from Ken Burns to conduct a performance review for Danny Lundell.  There had been no clarity for a second to the motion under New Business in June until the audio was reviewed. The motion received no second and therefore, no vote occurred.    On the subject of May 17th minute corrections, it was requested to include Ken and Karen’s motion to accept  May 17th minutes with edits; The motion passed for the approval of the May minutes, 3/0. 

Bob Benson made a motion to approve the June minutes, with edits. Ken Burns seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0.  

Public to Speak: Cheryle Peters had asked to speak after the Zoning Requests had been processed.  
Zoning Requests: 
1. Mr. Collin Meyers, 9778 180th Street E., Hastings, MN 55033, requested a Zoning Certificate approving the construction of a concrete pad, 13x21x4”deep, poured in preparation for the attachment of a 12x20 pavilion.  The project was identified as an Eagle Scout endeavor sited at the Stanton Sport Aviation Field, Parcel #410290800, 154.55 acres in Goodhue County Zone B-2, Stanton Township Zone A-1.  The site address is 1235 Highway 19 Boulevard, Stanton, MN 55018.  
Setbacks were reviewed; the site plan was reviewed. Mr. Meyers was advised to secure a signature from the airfield manager indicating approval. Ken Burns made a motion to approve the request, as stated, contingent upon a signature from the airport manager.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  Treasurer, Mary Lundell, receipted the payment.  

2. Beau Stock, 32504 59th Avenue, Cannon Falls, MN 55009, requested a Zoning Certificate approving the construction of a 60x200ft single Accessory Building in the R-1, 30.9 acres, Parcel #410253100.  Goodhue County zones this parcel A-2, no size limit for Ag use.  There is also a registered feedlot at play.  The proposed project site location is: 32787 57th Avenue Court.  The site plan was reviewed.  Mr. Stock stated that he had visited the Goodhue County Zoning department and the review, as stated, received no opposition from the county zoning staff, for Ag use.  

Township process was briefly reviewed; a public hearing would be required and letters would be sent to neighbors with proximity.    

Ken Burns made a motion to schedule a public hearing, Monday, August 8th, 2022, the next scheduled Planning Commission meeting.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The Planning Commission would conduct the hearing to consider a Zoning Change/Map Amendment from R-1 to A-2, Ag use.  The motion passed 3/0.  

3. Bob Benson, 30931 Highway 19 Boulevard, Cannon Falls, MN 55009 requested a review of two Parcels:

#410141100, 42.33 acres, township R-1, Goodhue County A-2; Mr. Benson would like to sell five acres with the house.  The township carries a five acre minimum for subdivisions in the Residential Zoning District; Mr. Benson’s proposal would satisfy the township’s Ordinance controls.   

#410230404, 11.2 acres, township A-2, Goodhue County A-2; Per Goodhue County Zoning Staff, “Common Access” with  the parcel to the north, #410141700, would be required by providing a 33 ft surveyed access easement, if Mr. Benson retains ownership of parcel #410141700.  He could achieve this by having a surveyor prepare a 33-foot wide easement for access over the 11.21 acre and then documenting it with a Title Company and the Recorder’s Office. 

Clerk’s Report:  

Cheryle reported that she had placed the Beacon Ads for: Election Polls, Planning Commission meeting date change and the Public Accuracy Testing conducted at the Goodhue County Government Center.  
She reported that she was in need of an electrician for the door opener services.  

Cheryle reported that election judges were in process of being trained to earn or maintain their certification; use the new election equipment: the OmniBallot Tablet, the Poll Pads and the DS200 scanner.  Head Judge, Ken Ebert, would be picking up the equipment from the Goodhue County Government Center because the Planning Commission meeting would coincide with pick up times.  

Cheryle reported that the Insurance Inspector would be coming Monday, July 25th.  
Ken Burns made a motion to accept the Clerk’s Report.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.

Treasurer’s Report:
Mary Lundell recited the township’s “receipts and disbursements”, June1st-30th, 2022, including a total. She then submitted the Cash Control Report and Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances (Schedule 1 YTD) and requested that the supervisors sign it.  They did so.  The Clerk’s reconciliation of the bank statement and Cash Control Report were submitted for Supervisors’ review and signature, as well.

A brief year to date review, of historic Fund balances, was made.  The monthly Ending Balance for June, 2021 was noted as $197,707.23.

Mary Lundell reported that the first half of property taxes and the second part of ARPA will be shown for next month’s receipts. Zoning Certificate fees constituted most of the receipts. The Cannon Valley Rural Fire Protection second installment would be due August 1st; The township contributed $3.43   toward Tom Kurtz’s Unemployment benefits.  
Mary reported that a paycheck would need to be replaced, less the payroll taxes, due to misplacement. Check #21072 check dated 4-22-22, in the amount of $69.26 to Anson Brown would need a stop payment from the bank. Check # 11100 would replace the instrument. Karen Slininger made a motion to stop payment on Check #21072, to Anson Brown.   Ken Burns seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0. Treasurer Lundell invited questions.    

Hearing no questions, Ken Burns made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0. 
Building Report: 

Road Report: Danny reported that he and Larry had identified about $1400 worth of road signs that should be replaced with the required prismatic reflective finishes.  Danny was encouraged to replace any signs deemed substandard, per Danny and Larry’s discretion.  The necessary hardware was noted, as well.  

Karen Slininger made a motion to purchase the new prismatic style signs per Danny and Larry’s list including the posts and appropriate hardware, to have on hand for installations, as time allows.   Bob Benson seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0.

Danny stated that he had hoped to phase out all of the substandard signs and posts within four years time, gradually, as his time allows.
Danny reported that the ditches had been mowed once; the new tractor with the mower attachment seems to be operating well.  A second mow is anticipated in August.  

Karen Slininger commented that the recently graded roads looked beautiful.  She did add that some had commented on the post chloride grading; nonetheless, the rain seemed to have helped with reactivation of the dust control. 

Danny reported that the brush spraying outfit has not yet been out to apply product.   

Mary requested comment on the Northfield Township invoice for gravel on Goodhue Avenue, 342.92 tons. 
Bob Benson made a motion to accept the Road Report.  Ken Burns seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.

Ordinance Review: The Spreadsheet was briefly reviewed as a comparison tool for Planning Commission study.  

A zoning split within a parcel recording was reviewed.  An error?  Syngenta property and parts of old Stanton.   Mr. Benson thought that it might have something to do with the old town of Stanton.  No action was taken.  Cheryle will take another run at the subject, with Goodhue County Zoning.  
Old Business: 
Karen reported that she had not scheduled a time for the Better Angels group to facilitate a session at Stanton Township pending some suggested time and day input.  Ken Burns indicated his general support.  Karen would like to include the five officers, Danny and Larry and the Planning Commissioners.    

Karen reported that she had contacted the Muzzle Loaders voicemail and left a message to the effect that some discussion was needed before another event was planned by the re-enactors.  

Mary noted the email that the Vandenheuvals had sent to the township. Cheryle reported that she had spoken with the property owner after sending a letter stating that Goodhue County might be involved in the future if the property condition didn’t appear to have improved.  

Cheryle reported that she had walked by the Vandenheuval’s home a few times.  She reported that a new trailer had appeared across the street, with a load of siding, in the driveway.  She reported that the next time she had walked by the siding had been strewn about the boulevard.  Cheryle reported that she had seen Mr. Vandenheuval out in his yard; she informed him that she had discussed the matter with the property owner; Mr. Vandenheuval stated his thanks. Karen Slininger made a motion to authorize Goodhue County  to take over appropriate property clean up if it has not been completed before the deadline as was stated, in notice to property owners, July 30th, for said improvement.  

New Business: 
Bob Benson reported that he had received a letter regarding Ordinance compliance regarding livestock in a Residential Zone.  Ken Burns made a motion to send a letter to Kevin Millage regarding compliance for livestock controls and associated buildings.  Bob Benson seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.
