Stanton Township Board Meeting
Attending: Supervisor, Ken Burns; Supervisor, Karen Slininger; Supervisor, Bob Benson; Clerk, Cheryle Peters; Treasurer, Mary Lundell;  Jim Johnson of Bargen, Inc; Applicants: Jim Polingo, Nate Icaza, Marc Slininger, Jeff Davis; Bill Hoyt;  Chuck Schwarzhoff; David Johnston; Bill Knutson; Deputy Cory Krause; Darren Anderson;  Road Manager, Danny Lundell, attended via Zoom services. Jennifer Ziemer, attended via Zoom.  
Chair, Karen Slininger, called the meeting to order at 7pm. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Karen called to reveal any conflicts of interest. None were heard.  
Approval of Agenda: Ken Burns made a motion to approve the agenda adding Jim Johnson representing Bargen, Inc., and Deputy Sheriff Cory Krause of the Goodhue County Sheriff’s Office; Bob Benson seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0.
Nomination and Election of Officers for the Township Board of Supervisors: Ken Burns made a motion to nominate Bob Benson as Chair for the Stanton Township Town Board.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 2/0.  Bob Benson recused himself.
Bob Benson nominated Ken Burns as Vice-Chair for the Stanton Township Town Board.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 2/0.  Ken Burns recused himself.  
Approval of Minutes From March 15th, 2022: Ken Burns made a motion to approve the March Minutes, with one edit requested under the Attendance Section and four edits requested under the Road Report; Karen Slininger seconded the motion to approve the March minutes with the requested edits.   The motion passed 3/0.  
Public to Speak: Tim Weber, representing the Oxford Sportsman’s Club, requested township approval for a 3.2 Malt Liquor License Renewal.  Karen Slininger read aloud Resolution #04192022osc; Karen Slininger signed the adoption and Cheryle Peters attested.  Mr. Weber’s paperwork was processed, as requested.  
Marty Benson, on behalf of the Summit Golf Club, requested township approval for renewal of 3.2 Malt Liquor License.  Karen Slininger read aloud Resolution # 04192022sgc.  Karen Slininger signed the adoption and Cheryle attested.  Mr. Benson’s paperwork was processed, as requested.  
Goodhue County Deputy Sheriff, Deputy Cory Krause, attended the meeting for purposes of community engagement.  He noted some thefts in the township, comparable to other areas in Goodhue County.  
The Bill Nelson property was noted by the township as an area that had been warned of towing for encroachment of the right of way, creating a traffic hazard.  Patrol Deputy John Harris had issued a warning from the Goodhue County Sheriff’s Office and also notified the township, as such; the township requested some continued monitoring of the situation. Some discussion ensued regarding location and timeline; March 4th was noted as the date on an email sent to the township regarding the tow warning.   
Deputy Krause was encouraged to cruise the gravel roads in the township; the visibility would be appreciated.  
Jim Johnson, spoke regarding the condition of the Bargen, Inc. “Replay” product used to repair fissures in the 303rd Street/ 304th Street area near the Lundberg Funeral Home.  

 Zoning Requests: 
1. Chair Benson invited Chuck Schwarzhoff, 33130 58th Avenue Path, to the podium to make his request. Mr. Schwartzhoff requested a Zoning Certificate approving the construction of a shed 16x28 on his property, Section 36, .689 acres in the R-1 Zone.   The structure would replace two existing sheds.  The property also sites a 12x12 Gazebo, on skids. Upon a recommendation from Goodhue County Zoning, Mr. Schwarzhoff  has combined two of his lots of record: Parcel #411600310 and #411600320 for the project. Setbacks were reviewed; the site plan was reviewed.  

Karen Slininger made a motion to approve the request as it was stated.  Ken Burns seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0.  Mr. Schwarzhoff issued a check to the township.  

2. Chair Benson invited David Johnston, 33701 25th Avenue Way, to the podium to make his request. Mr. Johnston requested a Zoning Certificate approving the construction of a grain bin; Mr. Johnston’s property is 158 acres in Section 33, Parcel #410330600. 

Karen Slininger made a motion to approve the request as it was stated.  Ken Burns seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0.  Mr. Johnston issued a check to the township.  

3. Chair Benson invited Bill Knutson, 29883 20th Avenue Way, to the podium to make his request. Mr. Knutson requested a Zoning Certificate approving the construction of a deck, 16x40, attached to the back of his home on Parcel #411800250, .60 acres in Section 9, Lake Byllesby West.  Setbacks and site plan were reviewed.  
Ken Burns made a motion to approve the request as submitted.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  Mr. Knutson issued the township a check.  

4. Chair Benson invited Nate Icaza, 30903 Highway 56 Boulevard, to the podium to make his request. Mr. Icaza requested a Stanton Township Rezone (Map Amendment), from the current Residential (R-1) to Rural Business (B-2) allowing the proper permitting for said proposed addition to his property known as Nate’s Garage, 1471 310th Street. Mr. Icaza operates an auto/truck service station along State Highway 56 Boulevard. The property carries a Conditional Use permit from Goodhue County for an agricultural equipment repair business, Parcel #410171101, 2.050 acres.  Goodhue County has recently approved an Amendment to Mr. Icaza’s said Conditional Use Permit, allowing the aforementioned addition.  

Ken Burns made a motion to approve the request for a Rezone from R-1(Residential) to B-2 (Rural Business), also referred to as a Map Amendment.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion; the motion passed 3/0.  
Mr. Icaza, 30903 Highway 56 Blvd, Cannon Falls, MN 55009, requested a Zoning Certificate approving the proposed construction of a 30x75x approx.16ft high building; two stalls would be added onto the north side of his existing building (approx. 50x104x14) located at 1471 310th Street, Cannon Falls, MN 55009. Walls might need to be constructed at a height of over 16 feet to accommodate a number of tractor/ trailer heights.  

Ken Burns made a motion to approve the request for a Zoning Certificate as stated.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  Mr. Icaza issued a check to the township.  

5. Chair Benson invited Bill Hoyt, 5792 Cherry Lane, to the podium to make his request. Mr. Hoyt requested a Zoning Certificate approving the construction of a 24x24 shed/detached garage.  Parcel #411300370 is located in the R-1 Zoning District, Section 25, 1 acre possibly combined with Parcel #411300360.  
Setbacks and the site plan were reviewed; the shed would be set on the west side of the house, facing Cherry Lane, 74ft. setback; setback from County Rd. 24 greater than 60 feet.  
Ken Burns made a motion to approve the request as stated.  Bob Benson seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  
6. Arman Clinton, no application had been submitted; Ben Hoyt from Goodhue County Environmental Health sent an email regarding a diesel fuel spill in the area of 320th Street off of Highway 56 Boulevard.  Mr. Arman did not attend the meeting.  Ken Burns determined that the property was listed as a State of Minnesota property. No township action was taken regarding the situation.  Mr. Hoyt, Goodhue County, was confident that the clean up had been directed to Goodhue County Public Works Department.  

Clerk’s Report:  
Cheryle reported that she had submitted the first Annual ARPA (SLRP) Report to the US Treasury.

Cheryle requested a motion allowing her to submit the summary version for a Beacon notice for the most recent Ordinance Amendment, the Map Amendment.  Karen Slininger made a motion allowing for the Summary Version.  Bob Benson seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.
Cheryle added that Jennifer Ziemer would like to discuss some preliminary concepts, per the next phase of the park’s development, for use with the reservation system shared with Dakota County, 2023-2024. Ken reported that she was on line and available for discussion.   

Some discussion ensued in favor of a reservation and event notification system developed for simplicity. Ken Burns noted that minimum involvement would be desirable, possibly, an online administrative procedure.  Various thresholds were noted for such things as Special Use Permits regarding alcohol, gathering sizes, appropriate trash removals and eventual food truck activity.  Ken Burns recommended to the Town Board an annual township review and approval model using existing park rules. Dakota County seemed to have some things in place that could be imitated.  Guidelines were discussed briefly and possible triggers for township denial of park use. Jennifer noted an upcoming Park Board meeting and the opportunity for more discussion.   
Ken Burns made a motion to accept the Clerk’s Report. Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.

Treasurer’s Report:

Mary Lundell recited the township’s “receipts and disbursements”, March1-31st, 2022, including a total. She then submitted the Cash Control Report and Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances (Schedule 1 YTD) and requested that the supervisors sign it.  They did so.  The Clerk’s reconciliation of the bank statement and Cash Control Report were submitted for Supervisors’ review and signature, as well.

A brief year to date review, of historic Fund balances, was made.  The monthly Ending Balance for March, 2021 was noted as $311,035.54.
Treasurer Lundell commented on the Wage Theft Law.  She noted that the Annual SLRP report was due April 30th. 2022; MAT had created an effective training video. 
She reported that one of the bigger receipts was from the Boy Scout Camp for $1,000, toward chloride reimbursement. The Zoning Certificate for the Goodhue County Park Pavilion and Beach Bath House was $1,655.00.  Treasurer Lundell invited questions.    
Hearing no questions, Karen Slininger made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Ken Burns seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0. 
Building Report: Cheryle reported that the flag pole hardware had been removed and the hanging light fixture over the Town Hall front door had been reattached.   Thank you, Ken.  
Bob Benson made a motion to approve the Building Report. Karen Slininger seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0.

Road Report: 
1. Cheryle reported that the township had received three quotes for liquid chloride:  

· Northern Salt, $129.1 per gallon
· Envirotech Solutions, $1.35 per gallon

· Luhman’s $1.04 per gallon

Some brief discussion occurred regarding last years’ prices and usage.

Ken Burns made a motion to accept the quote from Luhman’s Construction @ $1.04 per gallon, calcium chloride.   Bob Benson seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0.  

2. Cheryle reported that no gravel quotes had come in the snail mail or the email. She reported that she had sent a request for quotes in the email, also, to Hernke’s and Kielmeyer’s. Darren Anderson submitted a quote of $9.55 per ton, delivered to township roads; $10.95+ tax, per ton to township residents’ properties.  

Bob Benson made a motion to accept the $9.55 per ton, delivered quote from Anderson Rock and Lime, Inc. Ken Burns seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  Gravel to township residents was offered at $10.95 per ton plus tax, delivered.  

3. Karen Slininger made a motion to set the price per 100ft increments at $50.00 per the Cannon Falls Beacon ad and the application forms, the same as last year. Ken Burns seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0.  
4. Bob Benson made a motion to include Goodhue County Cascade Area Park Canoe Launch in the application process for chloride treatment requests.  Karen seconded the motion. Some discussion ensued.  The motion passed 2/1.  Ken Burns opposed due to the subsidized nature of the chloride program.  

5. The review of the Annual Spring Road Inspection notes was tabled until next month.  

6. Cheryle noted that another sign order would be needed counting the inspection notes.  

Danny reported that more trimming and brush removal could be done.  Ken Burns made a motion to authorize $5,000 to tree trimming, tree removal and brush control in the rights of way, for the season.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  
Bob Benson made a motion to use the brush sprayer vendor located in Rochester, a limit of $3500.  Ken Burns seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  
Danny reported that he had researched the cost of the boom tractor; $3200 for the use of the unit plus $4.00 per mile for pickup and delivery.  The Boy Scout camp might be interested in about $1500 worth of use, in mid August.  
Danny reported that the township road right of way near 8th and 10th Avenue was down to one lane passage.  Ken Burns requested that the Sheriff be notified if there is no word on the situation, in about a week.  

Bob Benson reported that the tractor had been delivered to Northfield; the attachments were being set up.  Discussion ensued regarding Funds.  The tractor should be ready in two weeks.  
Ken Burns made a motion to transfer $45,000 from the Road & Bridge Fund to the Heavy Equipment Replacement Fund to cover the balance of $117,500 for the new tractor acquisition.  Bob Benson seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0.  
Bob Benson made a motion to accept the quote of $3500 from Bill Robinson to do culvert work on 59th Avenue Way near Lundberg’s Funeral Home, including haul away.  Ken Burns seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.
Karen Slininger made a motion to approve the Road Report.  Ken Burns seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  

Old Business:
1. Cheryl reported that she was watching publication deadlines for a possible public hearing on the Solar/Ordinance Proof Suitable For Public Review Annual Meeting; Edits For Section 10 “Severability”-Schedule public hearing, Tuesday, May 10th? 
The new R-1 proposal was being reviewed, as new business.  
2. Cheryle reported that she had snail mailed the requested letter to Steve Jacobsen; the notice was regarding the cessation of high VOC use in Cannon Custom Cabinets operations.
Bob Benson made a motion to approve the Old Business Section.  Ken Burns seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  
New Business:  

1. April Re-Org meeting under newly elected officers:

Annual Meeting 2023, Tuesday, March 7th, Town Hall, time 8:10:

Karen Slininger made a motion to approve the Annual Meeting for 2023, March 7th@ 8:10pm at the Stanton Town Hall, using the Cannon Falls Beacon as the official publication.  Bob Benson seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.

2. Planning Commissioners- Bob Benson made a motion to appoint Bill Hoyt to the Planning Commission, for a three year term; Ken Burns seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0. 
Karen Slininger nominated Jeff Davis for Planning Commission. Jeff spoke briefly about his credentials as an arbiter for Federal Government proceedings.  Ken Burns made a motion to appoint Jeff Davis to the Planning Commission, for a three year term. Bob Benson seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0. 

Hannah Regenscheid spoke regarding Stanton Township policy on non- residents serving on the Planning Commission. Her points are as follows:  No state statute exists against the practice; no provision in the Township Ordinance exists to prohibit the practice.  Planning Commissioners only advise; they are non-governing. In addition, Hannah stated her enjoyment for the work.  
Karen Slininger offered her resignation, as a Planning Commissioner, contingent upon assurance that there would be an exception made to retain Hannah, creating a fully represented five seat commission. 

Ken Burns made a motion to make an exception to the township’s residency principle, due to the adjacency of Hannah’s new residence to Stanton Township and her loyal contributions to the township in recent years. The township, in this situation, allows Hannah Regenscheid to remain on the Planning Commission.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.

Bob Benson made a motion to accept the New Business Section. Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  

Ordinance Review:The clean copy of Accessory Building Controls in the R-1 was reviewed for inclusion in the public hearing notice for the Ordinance Text Amendments. Karen Slininger gave a brief overview of the process and its discussions as well.  
Ken Burns reviewed his take on Troy Gilchrist’s opinion for the proposed change in Ordinance.  Ken Burns made a motion to approve the language submitted for R-1 Accessory Building size controls.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0. The public hearing was slated for May 10th, 2022@ 7:15pm, including the Solar Ordinance Standards and Severability Section 10 and Solar Definitions.  
Ken summarized with a suggestion to consult with Goodhue County on Accessory Building Sizes.
