Approved Minutes August 16th, 2022



Stanton Township Board Meeting
Attending: Vice-chair, Ken Burns; Supervisor, Karen Slininger; Chair, Bob Benson; Clerk, Cheryle Peters; Treasurer, Mary Lundell;  Road Manager, Danny Lundell, attended via Zoom services. Jenelle Sternitzky attended via Zoom.  Applicants: Beau Stock, Brent Jaeger and Lisa Jaeger.   
Chair, Bob Benson, called the meeting to order at 7pm. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Bob called to reveal any conflicts of interest. None were heard.  

Approval of Agenda: Karen Slininger made a motion to approve the agenda.  Bob Benson seconded the motion with Cheryle’s requested removal of her address to the Town Board.  The motion passed 3/0.  
Approval of Minutes From July 19th, 2022: Ken Burns made a motion to approve the July Minutes.  
Karen Slininger seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0.  

Public to Speak: Cheryle Peters excused herself from addressing the Town Board.
Goodhue County Sheriff Deputy Jordon Markegard attended the Town Board meeting for Community Engagement purposes.  
Deputy Markegard initiated conversation with the audience asking if there were any concerns regarding occurrences in the community that they would like communicated to Sheriff Kelly; Mary noted the Right of Way situation on 10th in Stanton; it seems to be drifting toward obstruction. Deputy Markegard acknowledged the ongoing nature of the situation; Ken Burns expressed his appreciation for the ongoing monitoring. Some brief discussion ensued regarding two other properties in the township that are being monitored for visible property conditions.  
 Danny Lundell reported that various ATV’s have been frequenting the hill near 42nd Avenue; gravel displacement and some damage to his corn field were noted.  Enforcement was encouraged against damage to the township roads due to reckless driving habits; disturbing the peace, as well.    
The Town Board thanked Deputy Markegard for attending.   
Zoning Requests: 

1. Beau Stock, 32504 59th Avenue, Cannon Falls, MN 55009, requested a Zoning Certificate approving the construction of a 60x200ft single Accessory Building in the R-1, 30.9 acres, Parcel #410253100.  Goodhue County zones this parcel A-2, no size limit for Ag use.  There is also a registered feedlot at play.  The proposed project site location is: 32787 57th Avenue Court.  The site plan was reviewed.  Mr. Stock stated that he had visited the Goodhue County Zoning department and the review, as stated, received no opposition from the county zoning staff, for Ag use. 
Some discussion ensued regarding a historical farming use of the property.  Ken Burns gave a brief review of the public hearing commentary.  He reported that the county would allow 300 animal units on the property.  No opposition was heard from those attending the hearing.  Jenelle Sternitzky commented on future use by future owners as a negative aspect.  

Ken Burns made a motion to re-zone parcel #410253100 from R-1 to A-2.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  

Ken Burns made a motion to grant the associated Zoning Certificate approving the construction of a 60x200ft single accessory building.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  

Mr. Stock stated that he needed to gather some information to estimate the cost of the construction.  Cheryle stated that the Zoning Amendment wouldn’t be statutorily valid until the 25th of August when the Cannon Falls Beacon published the summary of the Ordinance change.   

2. Brent and Lisa Jaeger, 31997 Willow Trail, Cannon Falls, MN 55009, Stanton Township zoned R-1, 39.50 acres requested a public hearing to consider a Zoning Change from R-1 to A-2, Parcel #410241800.  Goodhue County zones this parcel A-3.  Karen Slininger made a motion to schedule the public hearing to consider the proposed amendment.  Ken Burns seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.  The hearing was slated for September 13th at 7:15pm.  The Jaegers issued a check to the township.
Clerk’s Report:  

Cheryle reported that she had received two documents, as requested, from Collin Meyers authenticating the Stanton Airfield’s support for the picnic pavilion project sponsored by the local Eagle Scout leadership; Stanton Sport Aviation’s manager signed one document and the Eagle Scout leadership signed off on the other.  
Cheryle shared the election “abstract” from the State Primary Election.  
Cheryle reported that the door opener project would need an electrician to run power for the openers to operate automatically.  Some discussion ensued regarding a wall outlet on the east wall of the Town Hall.  Cheryle was encouraged to get a quote on the secondary project.  Some discussion ensued regarding the light on the flag and pole.  It was noted that the flag light is now an LED spot light and seems to been adequately enhanced for suitable public building flag etiquette.  

Cheryle reported that the MATIT insurance representative inspected the roof of the Town Hall building, the Machine Shed and the Salt Shed, July 25th and according to the official report found no damages.  

Cheryle reported that she had done some research on the insurance coverage on the voting equipment. It seems that Goodhue County covers all of the equipment under most circumstances, including transportation by election officials.

Ken Burns made a motion to accept the Clerk’s Report.  Karen Slininger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.

Treasurer’s Report:

Mary Lundell recited the township’s “receipts and disbursements”, July1st-31st, 2022, including a total. She then submitted the Cash Control Report and Statement of Receipts, Disbursements and Balances (Schedule 1 YTD) and requested that the supervisors sign it.  They did so.  The Clerk’s reconciliation of the bank statement and Cash Control Report were submitted for Supervisors’ review and signature, as well.

A brief year to date review, of historic Fund balances, was made.  The monthly Ending Balance for July, 2021 was noted as $312,368.05.
Mary Lundell reported that the township received documentation for the bond/pledge for collateral interests on the township’s bank account at First Farmers and Merchants.  
She reported that the bulk of the receipts were from the second year of 

ARPA , $61,034.13 and the first half of property taxes, $132,132.19.  Mary invited questions.  
Mary encouraged township personnel to cash payroll checks in a timely manner.  Treasurer Lundell invited questions.    

Karen Slininger made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s Report.  Ken Burns seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0.  
Building Report: 

Road Report: Danny reported that he had taken the old tractor to an auction conducted by Matt Maring’s auction service. The check had not yet arrived to the township. Cheryle reported that she did call Maring’s for an update on the contract arrangement; a check should be coming in the mail the following week.  

Danny noted the drainage situation on 310th Street toward the Boy Scout camp; rock has been added in an attempt to divert some of the wash. Some discussion ensued regarding a possible remedy for water coming off of the field on top.  A larger culvert, 24” might be necessary at some point.  
 Danny estimated that the boom mower would be available and used the following week.  It was reported that the Boy Scout camp was interested in using the boom mower as well.  

Danny reported that the brush spraying service had provided spraying services and product throughout the township.  Mary noted that the invoice was in the claims for a review.  

Danny secured a quote related to road signage: posts, hardware and shipping, approximately $4, 000. 

Danny had an idea about using a scaffold in the bucket attachment to the tractor.  The scaffolding might create some height on a stable base for a worker.  The Town Board encouraged the idea using a secure, enclosed base attachment for the bucket.  
Bob Benson made a motion to approve the Road Report. Ken Burns seconded the motion. The motion passed 3/0.
Ordinance Review: The Accessory Building Request Spreadsheet was briefly reviewed. 

Old Business: 
1. Property in question review- Karen reported that she had driven past the property and the front looked pretty well except for the appliance that has remained in the driveway.  She reported that she had also driven behind the property and noticed a large TV in the rear of the property.  Cheryle will make contact regarding the TV and the appliance in the driveway.  It was decided that adequate improvement had occurred to retain the township’s jurisdiction in the situation.  
2. It was noted that the Braver Angels group would be presenting guests at the Annual MAT Conference in St. Cloud. 
3. Karen reported that she had made contact with the Muzzle Loaders group; she reported that she had a pleasant conversation with the management regarding the camping portion of their respective fees.  The management stated that he would need to consult with the rest of the group that does not necessarily camp for the event.  He will get back to the township after said consult.  
4. Cheryle reported that she had made some limited progress on the reported livestock acquisition in the Oxford Oaks subdivision area: a GIS tour, parcel # and a review of the letter that had been sent to Bob Benson.  Ken Burns reported that he had driven past the property some time ago.  The latest complaint will warrant a notice in the form of a letter, to the property owner, stating that the care and feeding of livestock on the addressed parcel number would be a violation under the Stanton Township Planning and Zoning Ordinance.  
5. Karen reported that she had purchased a wall mount rack for the exchange of paperwork items such as timesheets, checks, signature requests, receipts, etc.   It was noted that mounting might be delayed until after the door opening system is fully installed for the sake of a good positioning on the wall.  

New Business: 
1. Goodhue County Land Management requested use of the Town Hall building Wednesday, October 19th @7pm.  The space would be used to conduct deed transfer transactions for Stanton Township property owners relative to Lake Byllesby shore lands.  Karen Slininger made a motion to approve the use of the Town Hall for the deed transfer meetings; Ken Burns seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3/0.
