Stanton Township Planning Commission Approved Minutes 
Tuesday, October 11th, 2022

Attending: Chair, Hannah Regenscheid; Secretary, Cheryle Peters, Bill Hoyt, Jeff Davis and Ken Burns; Applicant, Nate Hernke.  
Pledge of Allegiance: Chair, Hannah Regenscheid, called the meeting to order at 7:00PM; the pledge of allegiance was recited.
Approval of Agenda: Jeff Davis made a motion to approve the agenda, as written. Hannah Regenscheid seconded the motion. The motion passed 4/0.
Approval of Minutes from September 20th, 2022: Hannah Regenscheid made a motion to approve the September minutes, with the correction of a digit typo concerning the month of the PC meeting change, 11-7-22.  Jeff Davis seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4/0.
Public to Speak: 
Zoning Requests:

1. Bryan Skillestad, Cannon Properties, Inc., Cannon Falls, MN 55009, did not attend regarding parcel #411800360. 

2. Chair Regenscheid invited Nate Hernke, 208 Woodridge Drive, Cannon Falls, MN 55009, to the podium to describe his request.  He stated that he would like to move an existing 1960’s era 24x30 house onto Parcel#411710050, 32420 59th Avenue Way, Cannon Falls, MN 55009; located in the Oxford Oaks Replat Subdivision. Mr. Hernke requested information regarding setbacks; he described a proposed master suite addition and a 24x26 attached garage on the 264x180 lot.  He offered a site plan, preliminary to siting the septic per Goodhue County Environmental Health.  
Hannah Regenscheid explained that the house would need to be established before the garage was added, per Stanton Township Residential Zoning controls. Mr. Hernke stated that his shop is located elsewhere.  Setbacks were discussed briefly. Mr. Hernke stated that his proposal depicts a home that is similar to other homes in the subdivision area of Oxford Oaks Replat.  Significant upgrades will be made to the 24x30 house, such as, a master suite addition and the proposed two stall attached garage. The house would be re-sided upon completion of said addition projects.     
Mr. Hernke requested a Zoning Certificate approving the appropriate foundation excavations, the import of the house structure, proposed attached two stall garage and bedroom/ bathroom additions.  Jeff Davis made a motion to recommend, to the Town Board, approval of the request, as stated.  Bill Hoyt seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4/0.  Mr. Hernke was advised to attend the Town Board meeting October 18th, for a review.

Eron Haxhimehmeti, Zoning and Permitting Specialist Fullerton Engineering,  
Modification to equipment located at 311 320th Street tower.  Cheryle explained that this would be an administrative fee of $100 for the Zoning Certificate approving an upgrade to the accessories attached to the tower; no meeting attendance is required.  Hannah Regenscheid made a motion to recommend, to the Town Board, approval of the request for a Zoning Certificate.  Jeff Davis seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4/0.

New Business:  Hannah Regenscheid, Bill Hoyt and Jeff Davis reported that they had conducted physical reviews of Sections 16, 17 and 18 for purposes of making future recommendations to the Town Board regarding best use, current uses, zoning requests, etc.  Possible future changes in zoning designations, descriptions and overall development was discussed, as well.  
1. Discussion ensued regarding the usefulness of a chart and/ or spreadsheet type document that could be used to follow parcels for an analysis of zoning change consequences, and areas identified as having special characteristics.  
2.  A joint meeting/workshop with the Town Board and the Planning Commission was discussed as a way to present some progress of the commission given to address the township Ordinance Zoning controls Per the 2021 Annual Meeting citizen interaction with the Town Board, the electorate would like to see some of the controls relaxed and broadly applied, without losing township jurisdiction to Goodhue County.  
3. Section 16 was identified as having A-2 Zoning characteristics up to 23rd Avenue. Sections 17 and 18 were characterized as having A-2 attributes, as well. 

Ordinance Review: Sections 13, 14 and 15 were slated for physical review in preparation for November’s meeting on Monday, November 7th.
