Stanton Township Planning Commission Meeting June 13th, 2023

Approved Minutes

Attending: Chair, Hannah Regenscheid; Secretary, Cheryle Peters, Commissioner, Bill Hoyt; Commissioner, Jeff Davis; Larry Turner, Pat Jirik, Glen Emery, Paul Gergen, on behalf of Tammy and Dave Affolter; Martin Ziess, on behalf of All Solar Energy, attended via Zoom, on behalf of Laura Geissler; Mike Devney, Robert Lahr, Shawn Klahr, Marc Slininger, Karen Slininger, Dave Garner, Kathy Garner; Mary Lundell attended via Zoom.  
Pledge of Allegiance: Chair, Hannah Regenscheid, called the meeting to order; the pledge of allegiance was recited.
Approval of the Agenda:  Time was dedicated to review the agenda; Hannah Regenscheid made a motion to approve the agenda, adding Paul Gergen as a representative for Dave and Tammy Affolter.  Jeff Davis seconded the motion to approve the agenda, as adjusted. The motion passed.   
Approval of Minutes from May 9th, 2023: Time was dedicated to review the May meeting minutes; Hannah Regenscheid made a motion to approve the May 9th meeting minutes, requesting an edit to indicate that Mr. Sandstrom had missed the published hearing time, but had been, subsequently, served at 9:35pm after the other hearings had been appropriately concluded.  Jeff Davis seconded the motion. The motion passed 4/0.
Public to Speak: Martin Ziess, on behalf of Laura Geissler, 1244 Highway 19 Boulevard, Stanton, MN 55018, requested township approval for a Roof Mount PV System, 1.2 Kw.  Mr. Martin represents All Energy Solar, 1264 Energy Lane, St. Paul, MN 55108.  A brief description of the system was given; proximity to the Stanton Airfield was noted; Hannah Regenscheid recommended, to the Town Board, approval of the request, as it had been stated.  Jeff Davis seconded the motion; the motion passed 4/0.  Mr. Ziess was advised to attend the Town Board meeting, June 20th, for a review.  
Public Hearing 7:15pm Pat Jirik, 20530 Blaine Avenue, Farmington, MN 55024 requested a land split for Parcel #410180400, 43.99 acres in Stanton Township R-1; Goodhue County zones the parcel A-2.  Mr. Jirik would like to create three parcels from the original; two of the parcels, for buildings rights, would be located within the same quarter, quarter.  He requested a Variance for quarter/quarter Density controls. Mr. Jirik stated that he is working with Goodhue County Zoning regarding the plat work.  
Chair Regenscheid suspended the Regularly Scheduled Planning Commission meeting, opening the public hearing for Mr. Jirik. Eight people had signed in for attendance.   She read aloud the hearing notice published in the Cannon Falls Beacon. Mr. Jirik proceeded to explain his request for a Density Variance. 
Hannah Regenscheid called for comment or questions directed to Mr. Jirik:
· Dave Garner, 30187 4th Avenue Way, Randolph, MN 55065 requested that Mr. Jirik show him, on the survey, where the construction would be sited. Mr. Garner had no objection to the proposal as it had been stated.   
· Mike Devney, 24167 Denmark Avenue, Farmington, Mn inquired about building rights for his parcel, also, in Section 18; Mr. Devney was encouraged to work with Cheryle and Goodhue County Zoning regarding process and density information.

Chair Regenscheid called three times for further questions directed to Mr. Jirik; hearing no further comment, Hannah closed the 7:15 public hearing and opened the 7:30 public hearing for Mr. Glen Emery, 5769 304th Street Way, Cannon Falls, MN 55009.  

Public Hearing 7:30   The published notice, from the Cannon Falls Beacon, was read aloud. Mr. Emery requested a Minimum Lot Size Variance, in the R-1, Parcel #410301100, 10.37 acres. Mr. Emery is proposing the subdivision of the parcel with the house and garage, 911 Stanton Boulevard, Dennison, MN 55018, approximately 90 feet of frontage.  The minimum lot size is 5 acres in the R-1. Goodhue County zones the parcel A-2 Zoning District, a 2 acre minimum.  Access to the house would be from Highway 19.  The resulting out lot would remain in Agricultural use.  
Chair Regenscheid called for questions directed to Mr. Emery. Five people signed in for attendance; none were opposed. Hannah called two more times for questions.  The public hearing was closed and the Planning Commission meeting was resumed for Zoning Requests.  
Zoning Requests:

1. Chair Regenscheid invited Mr. Larry Turner, 32772 County 24 Boulevard, to the podium to make his request for a 675 sq ft car port structure onto an existing detached 1250 sq ft garage on his property, Parcel #410252800, 4.97 acres in the R-1. He offered site plans for review.  Karen Slininger asked if an additional access was being requested. Mr. Turner replied that no access from a public road was being requested.  

Jeff Davis made a motion to recommend, to the Town Board, approval of the request as it had been stated.  Bill Hoyt seconded the motion. The motion passed 4/0, Mr. Turner was advised to attend the Town Board meeting, June 20th, for a review.   
2. Pat Jirik, 20530 Blaine Avenue, Farmington, MN 55024, requested a land split for Parcel #410180400, 43.99 acres in Stanton Township R-1; Goodhue County zones the parcel A-2.  Mr. Jirik would like to create three parcels from the original; two of the parcels would be located within the same quarter, quarter, for building rights.  He is requesting a Variance on quarter, quarter Density controls.   

Hannah Regenscheid made a motion to recommended, to the Town Board, approval of the request for a quarter, quarter density Variance.  Jeff Davis seconded the motion. The motion passed 4/0. Mr. Jirik was advised to attend the Town Board meeting June 20th, for a review.  
3. Glen Emery, 5769 304th Street Way, requested a Minimum Lot Size Variance, in the R-1, Parcel #410301100, 10.37 acres. Mr. Emery is proposing the subdivision of the parcel with the garage and  house, 911 Stanton Boulevard, Dennison, MN 55018, approximately 90 feet of frontage.  The minimum lot size is 5 acres in the R-1. Goodhue County zones the parcel A-2 Zoning District, a 2 acre minimum.  Access to the house would be from Highway 19.  The resulting out lot would remain in Ag use.  
Jeff Davis made a motion to recommend, to the Town Board, approval of the request as it had been stated.  Bill Hoyt seconded the motion. The motion passed 4/0.  Mr. Emery was advised to attend the Town Board meeting, June 20th, for a review.  
4. Paul Gergen, on behalf of Tammy and Dave Affolter, requested a Zoning Certificate  approving the construction of a garage added onto an existing house, 4801 County 24  Boulevard. The Affolters are in process with Goodhue County to combine two parcels: Parcel #410350400 26 acres, and #410350100 1 acre.  Setbacks were noted.
Jeff Davis made a motion to recommended, to the Town Board, approval of the request as it had been stated.  Bill Hoyt seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4/0.  Mr. Gergen was advised to attend the Town Board meeting June 20th, for a review.  
Old Business: 
1. Review of language proposal for an Ordinance Text Amendment regarding density. Cheryl reported that at a Town Board meeting review, Mary Lundell had noted that the proposal for the language amendment did not thread through to other pages within the current Ordinance.  The Planning Commission reviewed the Ordinance and also found similar language discrepancies in the chart.
Cheryle refreshed the Zoom meeting.

2.  Bill Robinson had informed the township that he had adjusted the siting on his pole shed proposal; the  
      new site plan document is consistent with what he had set with his Goodhue County Building Permit.
