Stanton Township Planning Commission Meeting October 10th, 2023

Approved Minutes


Attending: Chair, Hannah Regenscheid; Secretary, Cheryle Peters; Commissioner, Jeff Davis; Commissioner, Mary Lundell; Supervisor, Ken Burns; Applicants, Andy Hines, Erin Hines and Ty Bergan; Jenelle Sternitzky attended via Zoom. 
Pledge of Allegiance: Chair, Hannah Regenscheid, called the meeting to order; the pledge of allegiance was recited.
Agenda:  Time was dedicated to review the agenda for changes; Chair Regenscheid moved the Public to Speak portion so as to follow the Review of the September Minutes. 
Approval of Minutes from September 12th, 2023: Time was dedicated to review the September 12th meeting minutes; Jeff made a motion to approve the September 12th minutes with one edit. Mary Lundell seconded the motion. The motion passed 4/0.  
Public to Speak: Chair Regenscheid called for any online requests to speak; none were heard.

Public Hearing:  
Zoning Requests: 

1. Andy Hines, 31074 55th Avenue Way, requested a Zoning Certificate approving the construction of an Accessory building, 34x44, 1496 square feet. Parcel # 411500090 is .40 acres in the Residential Zoning District. Goodhue County requires that all three parcels, owned by Mr. Hines, be combined to allow the construction of a new building.  This would satisfy the Goodhue County Zoning Ordinance regarding minimum lot size controls.    
The Planning Commission recommended, to the Town Board, their unanimous approval contingent upon the combining of the three parcels. Parcel #411500090 would, likely, retain that number hosting the existing home, 411500090. Setbacks were reviewed.  The site plan was reviewed. 
Approval for the Zoning Certificate was given contingent upon Town Board review, with conforming setbacks for a building not to exceed 2100 square foot. Jeff Davis made a motion to recommend, to the Town Board, approval of the request as it had been stated and conditioned.  Mary Lundell seconded the motion. The motion passed 4/0.  Mr. Hines was advised to make his arrangements with Goodhue County and to attend the Town Board meeting, October 17th, for a review.  
2. Ty Bergan, 5881 324th Street, requested a Zoning Certificate approving the construction of a 54x28 garage, attached to the existing home. The existing attached garage will be removed and replaced.  Parcel #411700080 is located in Stanton Township’s Residential Zoning District, .950 acres.  Setbacks were reviewed. 
The Planning Commission unanimously recommended approval of the request contingent upon conforming setbacks. Hannah Regenscheid made a motion to recommend, to the Town Board, approval of the request contingent upon conforming setbacks. Jeff Davis seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4/0.  Mr. Bergan was advised to attend the Town Board meeting, October 17th, for a review.  
Old Business: 
New Business:  
A recommendation made to the Town Board to amend the Stanton Township Ordinance to adopt setback controls more similar to the Goodhue County setback controls, for the A-2 Zoning District, was reviewed.

Side setbacks for the Goodhue County A-2 Zoning District were reviewed at 30 feet precluding livestock; 100 feet with livestock. Back setbacks were reviewed as 30 feet.
Stanton Township setbacks were reviewed as 100 feet on all boundaries, in the township’s A-2 Zoning District.  Per historical township conversation, there has been a noted interest in adopting zoning controls that would be more similar to Goodhue County zoning controls.  

Some further analysis associated with the Rezone Project was suggested to determine the number of Stanton Township A-2 parcels that are in fact non-conforming, in minimum lot size. The overall number was slated for comparison to all of the other A-2 parcels, at the November Planning Commission meeting.
Ordinance Review: 
Minimum lot size research method was briefly reviewed for the A-2 Zoning District comparison in November.
